1. What is Solve for Tomorrow?

2. How does the competition work?

Each team should consist of three students, and a teacher as the team mentor from the
same school. Each school can be represented by more than one team.

The team must submit a STEM driven idea that is relevant to resolve a pressing issue
Malaysia is facing today or in the near future.

3. Who is eligible to participate in this competition?

Participants who are full-time students between Form 1 to Form 3, Secondary Schools
nationwide.

When will the Solve for Tomorrow 2026 be held?

The competition will run from June 2026 and will culminate in October 2026.
Below are the respective phases:

>

Phase One (22 June — 27 July 2026)

Participants will need to download the registration form available at
https://www.samsung.com/my/solvefortomorrow/ and fill up their personal, team,
and school information.

Each team will also need to complete four questions in the Activity Plan Form
addressing an issue in their community and their plans to inspire real-world change.
All complete entries must be emailed to solvefortomorrow.my@samsung.com on or
before 27 July 2026.

Phase Two (12 August — 29 September 2026)

At this stage, 10 teams will be shortlisted and announced on 17 August 2026.

The top 10 teams will be invited to the Design To Win Workshop, which is scheduled
for 12 September 2026. The venue will be announced closer to the date.

They will need to refine their idea and show how it will be brought to life.

The teams will need to share the work through a PowerPoint presentation and
submit on or before 21 September 2026.

Phase Three (12 October — 15 October 2026)

Top five teams will be selected and announced on 29 September 2026.

The teams are required to enhance their presentation. They have an option of
developing a prototype.

They are required to submit a video recording of their presentation and the functions
of the prototype on or before 12 October 2026.

Finale Presentation and Prize Giving Ceremony (24 October 2026)

Teams will need to present to a panel of judges. First prize, second prize, third prize
winners and consolation prize winners will be announced during the Finale
Presentation.

Is there a specific theme | need to follow when submitting my idea?

Yes! You can choose from one of these four themes for your idea:

Environmental Sustainability via Technology (Global)
— Encourages students to address environmental issues by applying STEM creatively.

Social Change through Sport & Tech: For Education & Better Futures (Global)
— To leverage innovation at the intersection of Sport & Tech to enhance performance,
promote inclusion and encourage active, healthy lifestyles.

Health & Well-being (Local)
— Focused on physical, mental, and emotional wellness.

Education & Learning (Local)
— Focuses on solving challenges within school environments and access to knowledge.

What are the prizes up for grabs?

Winners of the competition will stand to win prizes as follows: -
o First prize
> Samsung products worth up to RM47,000

o Second prize
> Samsung products worth up to RM30,000

o Third prize
> Samsung products worth up to RM19,000

o Forth prize (Consolation)
> Samsung Products worth up to RM10,000
